Motion made by Julie to have Paul ask for a variance on the green area 
(meaning grass) and see if we can put up a pole gate or something similar, seconded by Pat, motion carried 
unanimously. Paul explained the well and septic situation. Motion made by Julie to have Paul file a 
variance for the well distance for septic, seconded by Lois, motion calTied unanimously. 

Bill reported that he sent a letter to the State stating that there will be no tnIck repair or fuel dispensing in the 
building. That had to do with the electrical. Bill said that Dave and Joel Doubek's relative Chris Doubek 
took some pictures of the firefighters and the fire hall and gave them to the department. They were very nice 
pictures. The firefighters took first place on the water ball contest at the Water Front Festival for the second 
year in a row. They also took first place in Stephenson on the 4th of July for the second year in a row also.
