Julie stated 
she did speak to Sandy earlier in the day and she is better. Also Julie did contact the phone company and they 
will change the listing for the Transfer Station to Transfer Station instead of Sanitary Landfill. Julie also 
reported that we can not put the Transfer Station on the no call list as it is a business and not eligible.
