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copy the materials she received at the Conference to share with others who may be interested. Kass 
said the Federal Mileage reimbursement rate went from 48.5 cents to 50.5 cents as of January 1st 

2008. She believed there is a motion on the books that allows the clerk to pay the Federal standard 
mileage reimbursement rate as it changes. However, she would like a motion to move the rate from 
48.5 cents to 50.5 cents. Motion made by Barker to raise the Township mileage reimbursement rate 
from 48.5 cents to 50.5 cents reflecting the Federal rate, seconded by Axtell, motion carried 
unanimously. Clerk Kass asked the following budget amendments be approved: Take $1, I00 from 
Township Board Publishing and Printing and move it to Legal Fees, Take $500 from Supervisor 
Mileage and move it to Supervisor Workshop Fees, Take $400 from Supervisor Mileage and move it 
to Deputy Supervisor Workshop Fees, Take $500 from Contingency and move it to Clerk's 
Workshop Fees, Take $200 from Contingency to Clerk Mileage, Take $525 from Contingency to 
Software Support, Take $400 from Contingency to Deputy Clerk Travel, Take $500 from Tax 
Notice and Supply to Treasurer Mtg/Wkshop, Take 500 from Tax Notice and Supply to Treasurer 
Workshop Fees, Take $600 from Contingency to Treasurer Travel, Take $400 from Contingency to 
Deputy Treasurer Travel, Take $1,000 from Hall Maintenance and Repair to Hall Capital 
Improvements, Take $50 from Hall Maintenance and Repair to Hall Postage and $1,400 from 
Grounds Capital Improvements to Grounds Maintenance and Repair. Motion made by Barker to 
approve the aforestated Budget Amendments, seconded by Axtell, role call vote as follows: Goffin­
yes, Barker-yes, Axtell-yes, Nerat-yes, and Kass-yes, motion carried. 

Treasurer's Report: Treasurer Barker read reports; Revenues for November were $64,402.34. 
Balance on hand $1,904,825.25. Revenues for December were $26,804.90. Balance on hand 
$2,078,203.76. Motion made by Kass to place Treasurer's Reports on file, seconded by Axtell, 
motion carried unanimously. Barker added that the Revenues projected on the fiscal year budget 
under the Interest line item is already over what was projected with several months of the fiscal year 
yet to be entered. 

Trustee's Report: Trustee's Report was read by Trustee Nerat. Motion made by Barker to place 
thc Trustee's Report on file, seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously. 

Pay Bills: Nerat question a reimbursement of $1 00 to Barker for bathroom decor. Goffin stated that 
as the bathrooms have just been painted and updated Barker being the get her done person she is she 
picked up the decor for the newly updated bathrooms. Goffin said he is not questioning her motive 
or integrity. He continued that there should have been prior board approval for these items. In the 
future a line item will be added to the budget for beatification and we will pre-approve the 
expenditures. Goffin said we have two choices we can not approve the bill and Barker will take 
down the decorations and take them back or we can approve the reimbursement. Not approving the 
bill would be cutting off our noses to spite our faces as the bathrooms look great. Jill Schwanz 
spoke from the audience offering a $100 contribution to cover the expenditure and complimented 
Barker on how her staff enjoys the decor as they do use the hall a lot. Also, Barker had a check in 
her hand for the $100 stating she would cover it as a contribution from her. Kass stated that she did 
not and/or did she think Barker did anything wrong at all. We were in the middle of improvements 
to the bathrooms and that decor was the finishing touch. Barker purchased the decor in Green Bay 
using her own gas mileage and the bathrooms look beautiful. Kass continued with the fact the Board 
has received letters and many comments on how beautiful the hall looks and that it has never looked 
better. The Board can thank Patricia Barker for those compliments. With that said, Motion made by 
Kass to approve the reimbursements of$100, paid for by the TownShip, to Barker for the decor in 
the bathrooms, seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously. Kass said she wanted the Board to 
note that Barker does a lot of work for and on the hall without a pat on the back. Barker spent l7 
hours patching cracks when the painter was here. Motion made by Barker to pay check# 23242 t1u'U 
23990 and check# 1266 thru 1275, seconded by Axtell, motion carried unanimously. 
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Consent Agenda Items: Motion made by Axtell, to place the Consent Agenda Items on file,
 
seconded by Goffin, motion carried unanimously.
