Water Sampling; Goffin suggested the township pay to have local wells around the 
landfill (within 1 mile) tested in place of one of the township's well samplings at the 
landfill. Barker agreed with the idea but stated she thought the township should still do 
the two lests a year at the landfill. Goffin will be looking into this further. 

Treasurer 's Report: Barker read the report, balance on hand for December

Pay Bills: Nerat stated that no bills can be approved unless the board members have 
the original bill for approval.

Public Comment: Supervisor Goffin said he would like to say a few things. Goffin 
said that last year when he took office he ask for the fighting to stop and for everyone to 

, ask themselves if they are part of the problem or part of the solution. When he made 
that statement everyone clapped and was happy about it. Goffin said he had a speech 
made up but the hardest part about being in the chair up there is he has to be fair and 
equitable to everyone and he was pretty fired up about the speech but he will scrap it 
and shoot from the hip . He said when he reads the letters in the paper he again wants 
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everyone to ask themselves are they part of the problem or part of the solution. Goffin 
said he is not telling anyone what to think, he's just saying everyone should think for 

themselves. He said in his opinion this recall is not necessary. He added that he can see 
nothing that went on, on the board, over the last 9 months that would make it necessary. 
He stated that he likes and can work with all the members of the board. He said he does 
not think the recall is part of the solution. Goffin said that the co-legal question is not a 
Julie Kass law, and holding the court order in his hand, he stated the court order states 
the clerk is the co-legal representative of the board and the clerk before her and the 
clerk after her is the co-legal representative of the board until the court order is over 
turned and he does not have a problem with that. Marge Bramschricbcr (debate on 
legal tax roll) - Ruby Ivens (was appalled by Goffin allowing the debate to go on in 
public comment and considered Goffin's comments on the recall political and was 
appalled by them also and she felt the people will vote their own conscience) - Judy 
Nerat (made some suggestion conceming the board packets for the meetings) Kass 
thanked her for her comments and said she would consider some of her suggestions.
