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can test for. The cost would be $26 a test. Goffin continued; the criteria to have the water 
samples testcd by this lab. requires the samples reach the lab within 32 hours of the time it 
was drawn. The bottles will be obtained from the health department in Menominee. Also, if 
a sample tests badly the health department is contacted and a second test is then required. 
Procedures from that point would have to be determined when and if this happens. Barker 
suggested that the Board try this for a year and reevaluate the project at that time. N-2 Lane; 
Goffin asked if he could get a consensus from the Board to use recycled blacktop to do this 
road. Discussion included what size the crushed blacktop should be. Nerat added she 
thought in light of the discussion she heard at the Road Commission meeting the night 
before we may want to contact them to see if they me interested in being involved in the 
project and how involved they arc willing to be. Further discussion was how thick we 
should put it down, if it can be patched or graded and repacked, and if the size of the pieces 
should be average an inch and a half. Goffin said that it would be rolled when put down. 
Goffin thought that the worst case scenario would be it would have to graded and re-rolled 
at some point in the future. Motion made by Kass to have Goffin put together a 
specification sheet, talk to the Road Commission. put the specifications in the board member 
mailboxes for review and if there is no objections from any of the board member go ahead 
and get the project out on bids. After more discussion Kass rescinded her motion. Motion 
made by Barker to have Goffin rut together a specification sheet , talk to the Road 
Commission, call a special meet ing to review the specifications and approve putting the 
project out on bids, seconded by Axtell. 

New Business; Humidifiers: Goffin reported that the dryness in the Township Hall during 
the winter months was brought to his attention by Russell Ross and we should have 
humidifiers added to the existing furnaces. Gartin said that Zcratsky' s quoted $900 
including installation for the addition to the 2 furnaces. Axtell stated he wanted it put out on 
bids. Goffin said that he thought that as Zeratsky's put the furnaces in it was natural to have 
them quote the addition of the humidi fi ers. Kass said that if the Board is going to set a 
precedence to have everything we ever need done. maintenance or other wise, put out on 
bids they need to decide that. She continued the Board just had somc electrical work done 
for $900 and it did not go out on bids. Barker added that it is costly to have small jobs put 
out on bids with advertising for them. It was then suggested to just send a letter to the 
companies that bid the furnaces. Motion made by Barker to have Zeratsky' s put the 
humidifiers on. After further discussion Barker rescinded the motion . Motion made by 
Goffin to notify the companies that bid the furnaces to give us a quote on 2 Aprilairc 600 by 
pass humidifiers and give them two weeks to respond. seconded by Axtell, motion carried 3 
to 2 with Kass and Barker votinl1, nay. Tree 's: Goffin stated he would be willing to take

The 
Board agrecd.AJullkyard\·: Goffin asked for permission to contact Attorney Filoramo to see 
if we can make out Junkyard Ordinance a Civil Infraction Ordinance. Motion made by

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Assessor's Report: Schwanz gave an oral and written report to the Board. Schwanz 
congratulated the Board on Estublishing the Special Tax District and hoped they continue to 
promote business in the Township. Motion made by Kass to place the Assessor's Report 
on file, seconded by Barker, motion carried unanimously. 

New Business Continued: Si }(!l/dil1g Policy: Discussion included thatlhe written policy is 
a guideline and there are also allowances in the budget for items that at'-necessary for each 
office to function properly. Motion made by Kass to approve Spending Limit Policy, 
seconded by Barker, motion carried 4 to I with Axtell voting nay. 
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Adjourn: Motion made by Kass to adj ourn @ 10:30 a.m ., secon ded by Barker, motio n 
carried unanimously.
