Barker reported that she was working with Ken from Veteran 
Services and with the County Clerk's Office. There are 152 names that she needs to find the branch 
of service they served in. Barker said she ordered 100 extra leaves and that will bring the total price 
of the Veteran's Tree to $6,122.00. Barker reported that Terri Lynn Land, the Michigan Secretary of 
State, was at the hall and she wanted Barker to tell the Board, she thought the hall was a beautiful 
facility. Diane Casperson also thought the hall was a very nice and wellmaintaincd. 

offin explained that a resident paid for her second water sampling and then found out that the 
township was paying for a second one so we should reimburse her for the second sample. Goffin 
also ordered fire number maps for all the Board members and will be highlighting the gravel roads 
for the Road Commission for dust control.

Public Comment: Opened at 7:55 p.m.; Judy Bright (what Cuppad can do [or the Township), 
there was open discussion on this subject. Kass said that she would contact Cuppad to come to the 
November meeting as we already have Special Meetings scheduled before the September and 
October meetings. Jobn Nerat (Audit rcpol1 and Sexton's helper) Barker answered that the Auditor 
will be at the next meeting. Kass said that the Assistant Sexton typically works 20 hours per week or 
about 80 hours per month and the Sexton has been working more hours under his regular salary with 
the Assistant working between 25 and 40 hours per month showing a savings in wages at the 
cemetery. Public Comment closed at 8:0 t p.m.
