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Pay Bills: Axtell asked if the five bills on the table sitting outside the bill box, were all the bills for 
the month. Kass answered no the majority of them were copied to the office box since the 9th of the 
month and he and Nerat had already reviewed them. The five on the table were put in the computer 
today. AT&T (hall phone), WPS (electric, gas, and traffic light), Elan Financial (including typed out 
cover sheet detailing the charges), Janiter's Closet (toilet paper, and paper towels for the hall) Ray 
Eckertsfinal monthly bill (hall and grounds maintenance). Nerat stated that Axtell and she stopped 
at the hall that morning to look at the bills in the box and she did not feel she had the time to review 
the five bills on the table. Goffin stated it is only five bills. Barker said the phone, electric, and 
grounds maintenance are regular monthly bills we have every month and the other two are pretty 
easy to review. Goffin read the cover sheet of the Elan Financial bill out loud. Nerat said that she 
did not know why those bills were not in the box this morning. Kass said bills come everyday and 
these five were retrieved from the mailbox today and need to be paid. Nerat said she can not go 
tlu'ough this anymore. Kass pointed out that Gloria had called both of them at 3:00 to let them know 
there were 5 more bills to review before the meeting and if they feel they must personally review 
each bill they could have come to the meeting 10 minutes early. In addition Kass laid the five bills 
in front ofNerat at 6: 10 p.m. and the meeting did not start until 6:30 p.m. and Nerat would not look 
at them. Nerat said she needed that time to get ready for the meeting. Kass said that looking at 
those bills would be part of getting ready for the meeting. Kass said she goes through extra work so 
the trustees can personally review each bill when in fact other Boards approve the bills from the 
computer print outs Kass also provides the Board and she questioned why she was doing all this 
extra work when the trustees don't approve the bills anyway. Nerat again stated she did not know 
why they were not available this morning and she does not have time now to look at them. Barker 
replied that the clerk and she have the time to do all the work they have to do every month and she 
resents the fact that Nerat does not have time to review five bills. Kass added, pointing to the table, 
the numerous piles reports, minutes, agendas, and correspondence available for the Board and the 
Public she compiles every month makes her resent the fact that Nerat can not review five bills before 
a meeting. Kass pointed out that last month the trustees did not approve payment of the road 
construction on Twin Creek Road. Goffin asked ifthere was a specific bill she had questions on. 
Nerat said she wanted Kass to supply her with FOIA request and the answer mentioned early in the 
meeting. Motion made by Barker to approve payment of ck # 1256 tlu'u ck# 1265 and ck#23207 thIU 
ck#23227 and the five bills on the table reviewed above, seconded by Kass, motion carried 3 to 2 
with Nerat and Axtell voting no. 

Public Comment: Opened at 8:49 p.m.; Judy Nerat (shared her opinion of the salary increase of 
the Road Commission's office manager, Nerat voted no on the raise), Francis Havelka, Judy 
Bright (reported that in the November election there was only a 1 1/2 % turn out), Judy Nerat 
(commended Clerk Kass for meeting with her personally before she had to leave for down state so 
she could vote on a Sunday morning and she felt that Kass had gone above and beyond her line of 
duty in doing so and thanked her) Kass said she was welcome. Barker added that Kass does that a 
lot. Francis Havelka (concerned with what we put on the internet and cautioned the Board at what 
they put on the net) public closed at 8:59 p.m.
