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and our children can get jobs and stay here. One tool to encourage economic development is making 
public infonnation available. The tax and assessment infonnation to be put on the website will not 
include the pictures of the structures but will include a box sketch as well as the tax history, sale 
history and the assessment history. It would be a disservice to the public not to make this 
information available on an as need basis. Currently banker, appraisers, realtors, and other 
business's that need this infonnation can only obtain this information a couple of days a week and 
that is not efficient when conducting daily business. Sheriff Botbyl was asked if he thought the tax 
and assessment ifonnation being put on the website would enable or aid a person in pursuing a crime 
concerning people or ones' properties. Sheriff Botbyl stated he did not think so. He explained there 
are other places to look on the internet that will give criminals more and better information if they 
were planning a crime against someone or someones property. Veteran's Tree; Barker explained 
that the cost to install the Veteran's Tree will be approximately $500. It had not been addressed in 
the past. Motion made by Barker to have Quick Signs install the Veteran's Tree for $500.00, 
seconded by Kass, motion carried unanimously. Cuppad/Ordinances; Michelle from Cuppad, sent 
the Board a letter including an estimate to revise the Salvage, Noise and Use Car Ordinances the 
Township presently have in place. MicheJle could meet with the Board and explain what changes 
should be made. This would cost aproximately $26 an hour. Per discussion the Salvage Yard and 
Noise Ordinances are the two that the Board would like to discuss with her. Motion made by Kass to 
meet with Michelle from Cuppad to discuss the Township's Salvage Yard and Noise Ordinances, 
seconded by Barker, motion carried unanimously. The meeting will be called sometime in January 
after the MTA Conference. 

New Business: Dedication Plague; Barker explained that she priced a Veteran's Tree Dedication 
Plague that would cost $90.60 The plague in summary (project initiated and completed by Patricia 
Barker and supported by the Menominee Township Board and all Board members name would be 
listed). Motion made by Barker to purchase the dedication plague for the Menominee Township 
Veteran's Tree for $90.60, seconded by GotIin, motion carried unanimously. Satellite; Barker said 
that high speed internet is gong to be and basically already is imperative to perfonn the duties we 
need to perform requiring the internet. General consensus was to have Barker check into Phenox 
Satellite which is coming off the Rangeline tower. 

~'sRfport: Goffin reported on the Township's reconstruction estimates for next year as 
follows: Evergreen $90,000, #10 Rd. $37,000. Paving estimates for next year as follows: 
Evergreen $95,000, #10 $36,500, and Twin Creek $300,000. Next year for Menominee Township 
the plan is to replace the culverts from #2 Rd. to 6.5 Rd. on 577. #2 Rd. to Elmwood is to be made 
all season. Goffin asked to have 577 made all season from #2 Rd. to Sobieski and that would enable 
the Rd. Conun. to pave from 9 Mile Fann to Elmwood first this portion being in the worst shape. 
Goffin also addressed the patch that is needed on Bay De Noc Rd. north of Birch Creek Rd. Goffin 
is pushing to have a grant written by the end of February for the bridge for Fairland Loop. 
Maintenance of the recycled blacktop used on N-2 Lane is being investigated. Goffm pointed out 
the fact that the road is not being grading 6 or so time a swnmer so rolling it once a year should cost 
about the same as ifit were being graded. 338 is still on the Federal list and the Rd. Comm. is 
hoping to have the money to get that project done. Goffin read a letter to the Rd. Comm. asking the 
Rd. Comm. to revise their pre-payment policy as the Township is not willing to let the Rd. Comm. 
have the interest on our pre-payment monies again. This revenue will be kept by the Township. 
Motion made by Barker to have 577 from #2 Rd. to Sobieski made an all season road, seconded by 
Goffm, motion carried unanimously. 

Clerk'sRfport: Kass said the January 15th Presidential Primary Election has been confirmed. The 
election will require voters to choose a Republican, Democratic, or Proposal Only Ballot. Kass 
added the State of Michigan is now requiring voters present a picture ID to vote. 
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TmNIIl'I"'s Report: Treasurer Barker read report; Revenues for October were $27,549.51. Balance on 
hand $1,930,149.60. Motion made by Kass to place the Treasurer's Reports on file, seconded by 
Goffin, motion carried unanimously.
